“The angel ENUFF”   

 
A lot of you have told me ----  “Pastor Don, you need to talk about God and his angels more!@!!” 

OK!! 
I’d you to meet Fred … and today … Fred is a juggling ball.  

Think of all the things you juggle:  
School every morning … onto the bus … homework … soccer practice … violin lessons …  

more homework … you make a mistake and you are grounded … fighting with your sister …  
chores around the house … church, Sunday School …  

WHOA!!!! ------ I hardly have enough time to be a KID!!
