“Walma’s Day”   

 
Here is Walma ------ the lady with the big heart.   

She does NOT like Mother’s Day.   And … who can blame her???  Her mom died a long time ago.  
Walma is not married … has no kids … so, she doesn’t think she is a part of Mother’s Day.  

 
Oh, she has a hobby.  

She collects eggs …. eggs, eggs, more eggs.  Just look into her “egg bucket” ------ eggs from Asia,  
Russia, South America … Mokena, Tinley Park … yes, she is the ULTIMATE EGG LADY.  

 
She begins to wonder …

she loves to share.
